Maintenance – New Roof 
 
We are now into our 51st year. As with your homes, 
it is time for significant repairs and replacements for 
our buildings. As you are aware, this past spring we 
had to replace the air conditioner in the church and 
the air conditioner in the chapel. We now have to 
replace the roof and gutters on the Religious 
Education Wing. The roof is long past its useful life 
and we are experiencing leaks which are beyond 
repair. The estimated base price for the roof and 
gutters is $37,400. However, until the old shingles 
are removed we don’t know the additional cost to 
replace rotted plywood. We anticipate the project to 
begin within the next few weeks. 
 
I continue to be most grateful for the sacrifices you 
make for our parish.
